This year’s Art Fiesta will continue its commitment to the high standards of quality that has led to the long term success of the show.  A limited number of each medium will be accepted. Please submit your application and photos of your work and display as soon as possible.

If accepted your items at the show will be compared with your photo entries. If there are discrepancies you may be asked to remove items from your display or you may be asked to remove the entire display. At such time your application fee is considered non-refundable.

You will not be charged a percentage of sales; however we ask that you please donate one or more pieces of your artwork for our art auction. These donations will be displayed at the Kiwanis headquarters during Art Fiesta weekend. The art auction will be held in conjunction with our Beaujolais Plus in the fall. All proceeds from the Art Fiesta entry fees and the Beaujolais Plus are used for local community service projects.

Please do not park, other than for loading and unloading, in the Village. Village parking is reserved for your customers. We offer off-site parking and a shuttle service. Details will follow with the acceptance packet if you are invited to join this year’s Art Fiesta.

We encourage you to promote yourself and the Art Fiesta by using the postcards and posters we have available for all accepted artisans.

Deadlines: Entry Deadline-April 15, 2010.

Early deadline to reserve last year’s space- March 1, 2010.

Acceptance/Rejection letters will be sent out beginning March 10, 2010.

Booth Sizes/Fees: Standard space- $130 Large space or Canopy Row space- $250. Maximum of three spaces, any size combination, allowed per artisan.

Checks will be held/not deposited until acceptance letters are mailed. If you are not accepted your check will be returned with your rejection letter.

Responsibility: Each artisan will be responsible for the protection of his or her own display. The sponsors (Sacramento-Suburban Kiwanis, Town & Country Management and merchants) will not be responsible for any loss or damage to materials or displays.

Eligibility: Exhibitors agree to show their own original art. Resale items are not acceptable. No retail store merchants are permitted to exhibit. (Cooperative galleries are not considered stores).

Limited Entry: A maximum of 175 artisans will be accepted.

Cancellations/Refunds: Cancellations and/or refunds will be considered on a case-by-case basis. There shall be no refunds after June 1, 2010. Remember your entire entry fee benefits local community service projects.
